EXAMPLES FROM THE VOCABULARY OF THE BULGARIAN
DIALECTS SPOKEN IN PRIZREN, THE REPUBLIC
OF KOSOVO AND IN NORTHERN ALBANIA AS A SOURCE
OF INFORMATION ABOUT THE LINGUISTIC HISTORY
OF THE REGION

The article examines lexical features of the Bulgarian dialects in Prizren,
Southern Kosovo and Gora, Northeastern Albania. Different views on the ethnic
affiliation of the speeches in the region are given, and based on the areal charac-
teristics of the lexemes, their belonging to the dialect system of the Bulgarian lan-
guage and their differences from the Serbian language are shown. The importance
of the vocabulary for tracing the connections between the dialects of the area with
other dialectal systems of the South Slavic languages is pointed out, citing facts
about the similarities with the dialects in the Republic of Montenegro, Croatia and
Slovenia.
